Safe Crossings in Hopewell Twp


Construction has begun on safe bicycle/pedestrian crossings at the intersection of Pennington-Rocky Hill Road and Bailey Drive in Hopewell Township to accommodate further expansion of the LHT.


The entire cost of the planned safety improvements is covered by a $275,000 grant from the New Jersey Department of Transportation (NJDOT).


Awarded by the State last year, the grant is earmarked for LHT bicycle-pedestrian road crossings as well as some trail development on the Hillman Preserve in Hopewell Township, which is owned by the D&R Greenway Land Trust.


Work at Pennington-Rocky Hill and Bailey Drive started on May 24. The new crosswalks and additional safety features should take about six weeks to complete.


Roads will remain open, but the contractor has been slowing traffic and opening only one lane during certain stages of construction. Traffic will be directed around the work at times.


Other safe crossings in Hopewell Township are scheduled to be worked on this summer too. Another crossing project over Pennington-Rocky Hill near Old Mill Road and one at Titus Mill/ Wargo Roads, both funded with a generous grant from the Bristol-Myers Squibb Company, will be constructed as soon as designs are finalized.

About LHT


The Lawrence Hopewell Trail (LHT) is a 20+ miles bicycle and pedestrian recreational trail and transportation corridor through public and private lands in Lawrence and Hopewell Townships, Mercer County, New Jersey. The idea for the LHT grew out of a commitment to improving the quality of life for all who live or work in the region.  The LHT supports an active, livable, and sustainable community with alternative forms of transportation to reduce reliance on automobiles. We also promote health and fitness, recreation, and outdoor education.


The LHT was conceived by employees of the Bristol-Myers Squibb Lawrenceville campus in 2001 and then quickly embraced by staff from Educational Testing Service (ETS).  The LHT was officially incorporated in 2002.


Since its inception, the LHT has achieved many milestones with the support of: Lawrence and Hopewell Townships, the County of Mercer, and the State of New Jersey; our corporate sponsors, Bristol Myers-Squibb and Educational Testing Service (ETS); many other partners, the Delaware & Raritan Greenway Land Trust, the Hopewell Valley Regional School District, the Hopewell Valley YMCA, The Lawrenceville School, Main Street Lawrenceville, the Lawrence Township Public Schools, NJ Department of Transportation, NJ Department of Environmental Protection, NJ Green Acres Program, St. Lawrence Rehabilitation Center, Brandywine Realty Trust, Stony Brook-Millstone Watershed Association, Master Gardeners of Mercer County; and a number of bicycle clubs, recreational groups, environmental organizations, and local residents.


Public access to over 50% of the LHT was achieved in 2008 and we have established a goal to complete the entire trail by 2012.

Did you know the total distance of the LHT when it is complete in 2012 will be 20.2 miles? 





Right now, 11.8 miles is accessible to the public. The total distance remaining is 8.4 miles. Over 58% of the LHT is now open to the public for biking, walking, jogging and hiking.
